3. initiate and bring forward, acting as agent for the Jefferson County Commission, rezoning cases regarding such identified

THIS STATUTORY WARRANTY DEED (INCORPORATING PROTECTIVE COVENANTS) (this "Deed") is dated as of the 

_ day of , 2007, by JEFFERSON COUNTY, ALABAMA, a political subdivision of The State of Alabama (the "Grantor"), in favor of the 

FRESHWATER LAND TRUST, an Alabama nonprofit corporation f/k/a Black Warrior-Cahaba Rivers Land Trust (the "Grantee"). 

Grantor is the sole owner in fee simple of certain real property located in Jefferson County, Alabama, as more particularly 

described in the chart attached hereto as Exhibit "A" and in the legal descriptions attached hereto as Exhibit "B, which is incorporated 

herein by this reference (the "Property'). Grantor acquired the Property as "Greenways Property" pursuant to the terms of the 

Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) provisions of Section VIII of the Jefferson County Consent Decree (entered in the 

consolidated cases styled R. Allen Kipp, Jr., et al. v. Jefferson County, Case No. CV93-G-2492-S, and United States v. Jefferson County, 

CV94-G-2947-S, United States District Court, Northern District of Alabama, Southern Division) (the "Consent Decree") to reduce 

non-point source pollution loads from entering protected areas or greenways along selected portions of the Black Warrior and Cahaba 

Rivers and select tributaries (the "Designated Rivers") as defined in the Final Master Plan for the Greenways Project, as amended (the 

"Master Plan"), as well as to protect, restore, and enhance aquatic and stream corridor habitats of the Designated Rivers. (Exhibits on file 

in Minute Clerks office) 

The Property possesses water quality and habitat values (collectively, "Conservation Values") of great importance to Grantee, the 

people of Jefferson County and the people of the State of Alabama. Grantor intends that the Conservation Values of the Property be 

preserved and maintained by permitting only those land uses on the Property that do not significantly impair or interfere with the 



purposes of the SEP. The conveyance hereunder imposes on Grantee the obligation to preserve and protect the Conservation Values of 

the Property in perpetuity, and imposes on the Property covenants to preserve and protect the Conservation Values of the Property, which 

covenants shall constitute covenants running with the land, and which shall be binding upon Grantee, and its successors and assigns, in 

perpetuity (the "Covenants"). The Covenants are fully set forth in that certain Master Plan Covenants recorded in Book ____, Page _____ 

, Instrument No. , with the Probate Court of Jefferson County, Alabama, which instrument is incorporated by reference herein. 

The specific Conservation Values of the Property are to be further documented in an inventory of relevant features of the Property 

("Baseline Documentation"), which shall be completed prior to December 9, 2007, and incorporated herein by reference and evidenced 

by an amendment to this Deed, and which shall consist of reports, maps, photographs, and other documentation that the Grantor and 

Grantee agree provide, collectively, an accurate representation of the Property at the time of this grant and which is intended to serve as 

an objective, though nonexclusive, information baseline for monitoring compliance with the Covenants imposed on Grantee pursuant to 

this conveyance. 

The Grantee is a tax-exempt nonprofit organization and a qualified organization under Sections 501(c)(3), 509(a) and 170(h), 

respectively, of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and the regulations promulgated thereunder (the "Internal Revenue 

Code"), whose primary purpose is acquiring and maintaining protected areas in Jefferson County along selected portions of the 

Designated Rivers and/or their territory streams. 

Therefore, Grantor, in consideration of these premises, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is 

hereby acknowledged, does hereby grant, bargain, sell and convey unto Grantee the Property, subject to the following: 

1. Taxes and assessments for the year 2007 and subsequent years, which are not yet due and payable; and 

2. All easements, encumbrances, restrictions and covenants of record. 

Grantee, by its acceptance of this Deed, agrees to conserve and protect the Conservation Values of the Property, and to abide by 

the Covenants, which shall constitute covenants running with the land, and shall be binding upon Grantee, and its successors and assigns, 

in perpetuity. 

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD to the Grantee and its successors and assigns forever. 

The Covenants shall be specifically enforceable by the Grantor and/or the "Citizen Plaintiffs" (as defined in the Consent Decree), 

the United States and the Environmental Protection Agency. Should Grantor, the Citizen Plaintiffs, the United States and the 

Environmental Protection Agency collectively determine that there has been a material default by Grantee in its obligation to protect the 

Conservation Values of the Property, or that there has been a material violation of the Covenants, Grantor shall have the right of reentry 

onto and possession of the Property, and title to the Property shall revert to Grantor. Pursuant to the SEP provisions of the Consent 

Decree, Grantor retains certain responsibilities for the ongoing operation and maintenance of the Property (the "O&M Obligations"). In 

the event that the Grantor shall receive a release of its O&M Obligations upon a final settlement under the Consent Decree, the reverter 

clause contained in this paragraph shall terminate and be of no further force or effect. 

Pursuant to Section 8.2.5 of the Master Plan and the Memorandum of Agreement between Grantor and Grantee dated as of 

December 9, 2006 (the "MOA"), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "C and incorporated herein by reference, Grantee shall be 

entitled to have the Covenants released with respect to any portion of the Property that lies outside the maximum Greenways buffer area 

identified in the Master Plan for the purposes described in Paragraph 4 of the MOA and the Designated Fund Agreement with The 

Community Foundation of Greater Birmingham (the "Fund Agreement"), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "D@ and 

incorporated herein by reference. Such releases may be effected by recording an amendment to this Deed that identifies such portion of 

the Property, which amendment shall be executed by Grantee and by Grantor or another party entitled to enforce the Covenants. 

Following the execution and recording of an amendment to the Deed to effect the release of a parcel of the Property from the Covenants 

as herein provided, Grantee may elect to sell or exchange such parcel and reinvest the proceeds for Greenways Project purposes as 

contemplated by Paragraph 4 of the MOA, the Fund  

Agreement, and Section 8.2.5 of the Master Plan, and in that event the sale or exchange of such parcel of the Property shall be made by 

Grantee free and clear of the Covenants and any purchaser or grantee of such parcel shall be entitled to rely solely on the amendment to 

this Deed effecting the release of the Covenants to affirmatively establish that the Covenants have been released and that the parcel is 

conveyed free and clear of the Covenants. 

Any and all warranties contained or implied herein are expressly limited to acts done or suffered by Grantor.
