Whereas application for these funds requires entering into a Memorandum of Understanding with the City of Birmingham to
equally share the block of funds made available through recognition of Jefferson County and the City of Birmingham as disparate
jurisdictions.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved that Jefferson County Commission approves application for the 2008 Justice Assistance Grant
(JAG) and authorizes the President to sign the Memorandum of Understanding.

Motion was made by Commissioner Langford seconded by Commissioner Humphryes that the above resolution be adopted.
Voting “Aye” Langford, Humphryes, Carns, Collins and Smoot.
